
We get lots of calls and emails from people looking for a team 
for their child.  I will tell you the same thing that I tell all of them.  
The AAU office does not put together teams, we help people put 
on events that teams go to.  So we can not find a team for your 
child.  But what we can do is give you some strategies for finding 
a team. 
 

1. First involve the child, have them ask their friends at 
school or in the neighborhood.    

2.  You or your child can talk to the coach of the school.  Also 
you can talk to the coach of the school above them.  If 
they are in grade school, then the Middle School coach, if 
in Middle School, the High School coach.  Ask them what 
is going on in your area.  Get contact information. 

3.   When you find a team, talk to the coach; see if you can 
come to a practice or a game to observe.  See if it would 
be a good fit for you and your player.  If it is not the right 
team, ask the coach for the names and a way to contact 
other teams.  They will know better than we ever could 
who is playing ball in your area. 

4.  On our website at www.pnaau.org we are trying an 
experiment to help you.   We are opening two areas.  
This page is one of them.  We will post ‘want ads from 
players looking for teams.  Please be aware that we 
have no control over who answers your ad so 
parents you should monitor this carefully.
